Procedure for Repairing Precast

1: 	 Wa sh dama ged area clean of all loose debr is , ensure no feathered ed ges .

2: 	 M i x patch made of s am e mi x a s or ig inal p our with w ater to a consis tenc y similar to a g rout mi x . 	
	 (N o a g g reg ate added )

3: 	 Fir s t appl y a b onding a gent to the dama ged area then appl y the wet mi x using a piece of St y rofoam 	
	 or similar produc t , t ap e over pla s tic sheet .

4: 	 Let patch cure for approx imatel y 2 4 hour s .

5: 	 S and with 40 g r it s andpap er if necess ar y.

6: 	 Af ter patch ha s cured , w a sh area w ith 6 0 0 deter gent until patched area blends with the finish 	
	 of the remaining prec a s t .

If a larger area requires patching , normal pr ac tice is to clean the area of all loose debris , apply a bonding agent and 
follow steps 2 thru 5 . Once patch is cured, a steel brick hammer can be run across the repaired area . If no hollow 
sound is heard, the repair is complete.
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
